honours in which psychology was taken as a major subject and honours obtained in that subject 

2) AND, a postgraduate professional psychological qualification recognised by the Psychological Society of 

Ireland in Clinical or Counselling Psychology  

3) OR a postgraduate professional psychology qualification validated by the Department of Health and 

Children in Clinical or Counselling Psychology 

 

B) AND, have at least five years satisfactory postgraduate experience in the area of clinical/counselling psychology. 

The 5 years experience must comprise of no more than three years full time Post Graduate training and no less 

than 2 full years experience as a Staff Grade Psychologist. Years in excess of the permitted three years for 

completion of the Post Graduate training or time not worked cannot be taken into consideration when assessing 

the 5 years experience requirement. 

 

C) AND possess the requisite knowledge and ability (including a high standard of suitability and management 

ability) for the proper discharge of the duties of the office.
